GUIDELINES FOR PRESENTERS
The Research Symposium of the Aquinas College of Higher Studies, Sri Lanka, provides you, the presenters, a friendly, supportive and professional platform to share the findings of your research. Therefore, use this opportunity to disseminate knowledge, engage with constructive criticism and grow as a researcher. Most of you may be presenting your work to the public for the very first time. The Guidelines provided here, although not exhaustive, are intended to help and facilitate you to make a presentation worthy of the academic excellence that you seek as an undergraduate/ postgraduate student, an independent researcher and as a professional in your field. They will also ensure the smooth functioning of the technical sessions of the Research Symposium. 

Use MS PowerPoint Presentation
In the Research Symposium, it is important to communicate your ideas to the audience clearly and succinctly in a short period of time. Visual aids help you to achieve this purpose and will keep you on track in presenting your information to the point. So, it is highly recommended that you prepare some MS PowerPoint slides to support your presentation. 
Prepare your slides as a PowerPoint file and bring them with you to the Symposium on a data stick or other portable memory device. You will need to upload your presentation onto the computer made available at the Symposium session venue at least 15 minutes before the start of the session. 
Remember that you will not generally be able to plug your own laptop into the conference projection system. If you require special technology for your presentation please email us at <crppublication@aquinas.lk> as soon as you can and we will do our best to help you. 
Presentation Duration  

The time allocated for a presentation is 20 minutes including the last 05 minutes allowed for discussion. 

Presentation Medium  

Presentations could be made in English or Sinhala 

Prepare PowerPoint Slides 
· A title slide – Name, Title and what the paper is about 

· One slide with the hypothesis or what you want to investigate 

· 3 or 4 slides covering your current research plan including literature review, methodology, discussion and findings 

IMPORTANT: 

· You should not require any more than an absolute maximum of 08 slides – this would mean talking to each slide for only two minutes. 

· Make them interesting; don’t just read out a list of bullet points from each slide. 

· Don’t read from a text. But if you must, make sure the text is written in spoken English (which is different, and less formal, than written English). 

· Repeat your main messages more than once. 

· Your audience will sit through many presentations during the Symposium – make sure they remember what yours was about! 

· Keep graphs and tables simple, and make sure they are legible and appropriately labeled. 

· Time your presentation so that it does not overrun. Question time at the end is an opportunity for you to benefit from the audiences’ wisdom, as well as the audience to benefit from yours. To maximize the opportunities for discussion, keep answers short. 

So, do your best at the ARS-2020 so that it would help you grow as a researcher and a professional who strives for academic excellence
